2. Exhibit a deep understanding of global issues like partition of India and Bengal, riots in greater part of undivided Bengal, folk culture of Bengal and Northeast India, Bengali writings mainly based on social realism of Bengal and neighboring states of Bengal. 
3. Apply critical thinking and theoretical approaches to the reading and analysis of literary and cultural Bengali texts in multiple genres. 
4. Enable students to attain the linguistic skill for domain specific writings and critical writings. 
5. Produce high level research output that can significantly contribute to new knowledge and practices in Bengali literature. 
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
